Johannesburg

Your guide will be waiting for you at arrival in Johannesburg
airport and will transfer you to your accommodation for the
night.

Kruger National Park

461 km

We leave Johannesburg behind us and head to the world-
renowned Kruger National Park. On the way we visit some of
the breath-taking sights on the magnificent Panorama Route.

We will visit scenic landmarks such as Bourke's Luck Potholes,
the Three Rondavels and God’s Window, where you can walk in
the thick, indigenous mist forest that stands amongst the clouds
some 800m above Blyde River Canyon.

Kruger National Park

The next few days will be spent searching for the big 5 in the
Kruger National Park. You will be enjoying several game drives a
day.

A morning bush walk with a Kruger ranger is also included on
one of those days.

Kruger National Park

We continue our stay in the Kruger National Park.

Swaziland

171 km

After a last morning game drive we leave the Kruger National
Park behind us and cross the border into Swaziland. We will be
staying in the Mlilwane Wildlife Sanctuary which is Swaziland's
oldest reserve.

In the evening we will have some traditional Swazi dancing
(available most nights).

You will enjoy a game drive here and have the opportunity to do
a self-guided hike.

Swaziland

We continue our stay in Swaziland.

Optional activities include: Umphakatsi cultural experience,
Roan game drive, Guided birding walk, Esitjeni village walk,
Sunrise/sunset game drive, Horse riding, Mountain biking

St. Lucia — Isimangaliso Wetland
park

268 km

We Leave Swaziland and make our way to the Isimangaliso
Wetland Park. This area includes lakes, beaches, coral reefs,
wetlands, woodlands, coastal forests and grasslands and houses
an incredible diversity of animal, bird and marine life.

You will enjoy a sunset cruise on the lagoon. See hippo and
crocodiles in their natural habitat from the comfort of a custom-
built passenger ferry.

Hluhluwe — Imfolozi Game Reserve

84 km

Today we will enjoy a game drive in the Hluhluwe-Imfolozi Game
Reserve.

Set in the heart of Zululand, Hluhluwe-Imfolozi is the oldest
game reserve in Africa where today the "big five" of African




legend stalk the verdant savannah. Established in 1895, game
viewing is the prime attraction. Viewing hides overlook
waterholes enabling visitors to see animals at close range.

9 Durban We will spend today enjoying the vibrant city of Durban, a
natural paradise known for its gorgeous coastline of sun-kissed

228 km beaches and subtropical climate. You can spend the rest of the
day enjoying the city and its beaches on your own or you can
pay a visit to uShaka Marine World.

10 Drakensberg Mountains - We leave Durban behind us and head to the famous

Royal Natal National Park Drakensberg Mountains.

279 km We will pay a visit to the Royal Natal or Ukhahlamba
Drakensberg National Park. The Drakensberg is the highest
mountain range in South Africa, measuring over 3000 metres.

Royal Natal National Park and spend the day relaxing or taking part in one of the many
available activities.

Optional activities include: Guided hikes, Fly fishing, Self-guided
walks, Guided horse rides, Mountain biking, Paint ball, Zip line,
Quad biking and more...

The
lagoon predominates, and sand dunes and a wonderfully long
stretch of beach, entice one to stay.
