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Durban 
 
 
 

Your guide will be waiting for you at arrival in Durban airport 
and will transfer you to your accommodation for the night. 
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Drakensberg Mountains -  
Royal Natal National Park 
 
279 km 
 

We leave Durban behind us and head to the famous 
Drakensberg Mountains. 
 
We will pay a visit to the Royal Natal or Ukhahlamba 
Drakensberg National Park. The Drakensberg is the highest 
mountain range in South Africa, measuring over 3000 metres.

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Lesotho – Malealea

Today we make our way across the Lesotho border. 
 
Lesotho, known as the Mountain Kingdom or Kingdom in the 
Sky, holds a wealth of different experiences in store. Mountains, 
valleys and rivers present unforgettable panoramas.

Next stop on our adventure is the coastal town of Cintsa.  
 
Cintsa offers a haven in a tranquil setting, surrounded by lush 
indigenous forest and thicket, and an amazing bird life. The 
lagoon predominates, and sand dunes and a wonderfully long 
stretch of beach, entice one to stay.

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Addo Elephant National Park

We leave early and head to the magnificent Addo Elephant 
National Park which houses the big 7 (the big 5 + Whale and 
Great White Shark). We will spend the day enjoying a number of 
game drives. 
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Tsitsikamma National Park  
 
257 km 

After a last morning game drive we drive on towards the 
Tsitsikamma National Park.  
 
Optional activities include: zip ling, canopy tour, kayaking, 
bungee jumping, hiking ... 
 



Along the South Coast of South Africa lies one of the most 
beautiful stretches of coastline in the world, home to the 
Garden Route National Park. Tsitsikamma is a Khoisan word 
meaning "place of much water". The Park incorporates 80 km of 
rocky coastline with spectacular sea and landscapes, a remote 
mountainous region with secluded valleys covered in mountain 
Fynbos and temperate high forests with deep river gorges 
leading down to the sea. 
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Knysna

We travel to the beautiful seaside town of Knysna where we 
stop at the Knysna Elephant Centre for a chance to touch and 
feed the elephants. 
 
The rest of the day is spent exploring this unique town or you 
may opt to visit Knysna’s Monkeyland or Birds of Eden. 
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Oudtshoorn

We continue on the garden route and travel more inland 
towards Oudtshoorn where we pay a visit to an ostrich farm 
where you will be able to meet and ride ostriches. 
 
You will also have the option to visit the Cango Caves or the 
Cango Ranch. 
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Hermanus 
 
361 km 
 

We make a stop at the Southernmost tip of Africa before we 
head to Hermanus, known as the best land based whale 
watching destination in the world.  
 
From June to December you will be able to enjoy looking for 
these magnificent creatures in Hermanus’ Walker Bay. You will 
also have the option to go on a whale boat cruise. Out of whale 
season Hermanus has much more to offer such as wine tasting, 
gorgeous scenery and cliff paths, pristine beaches, sea kayaking 
and much more... 
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Cape Town 
 
122 km 
 

Our last stop on the trip is South Africa’s Mother City, Cape 
Town. 
 
After our arrival in Cape Town we will take you on a tour of the 
Cape Peninsula. You will have the opportunity to see the Cape 
Point Nature Reserve, the Cape of Good Hope, Simons Town and 
its penguin colony, False Bay, Camps Bay and more.
